WhatÕs Up At Camp?  
 

¥ A conservation easement between the state of Delaware and the 
diocese is in progress. This easement states that camp will not 
commercially develop the property, even if the property is sold. Due 
to economic conditions, plans have not been finalized. When the 
document is signed, the state will make a payment to camp. This 
payment will greatly benefit Arrowhead.  

 
¥ Did you know that Buzzards, part of P-5, and south of camp are 

now owned by the state of Delawar e? We have permission to utilize 
this land as we always have. We are in the process of readjusting 
the boundary line of P-5 so that all of the site will be part of camp 
property. 

 
¥ This summer camp will explore the possibility of moving outpost 

sites from their current location, near West Bay, to a new location, 
south of pioneer. Due to increased population, thinning of the 
forest, and increased traffic flow, the new site may offer more 
privacy and safety.
